Pancreatic adenocarcinoma is a challenging disease
with many unanswered questions in cancer biology as
well as in clinical management from prevention to
treatment. The intent of this meeting is to bring
together senior leaders and new investigators who can
establish the status of the field, present new research,
and identify opportunities for further investigation.
The first day will begin with state of the science
lectures in cancer biology, cell environment
interactions, disease model development, and
epidemiology and risk. This will be followed by
presentations selected from proffered abstracts. In the
afternoon all participants will be invited to participate
in 3 sequential working groups. Each working group
will have a technology topic as well as a translational
topic and will be structured to promote interaction
among the participants. Chairpersons for each section
have been selected based on their research expertise
and will facilitate discussions which will be summarized
and reported the following the day. The state of the
science lectures on the second day will explore early
detection strategies, systemic host tumor interactions,
and a range of therapeutic approaches ranging from
new therapeutics for both cellular and stromal targets
and immunotherapy. These lectures will again be
followed by presentations from selected proffered
abstracts. The afternoon sessions will include working
group reports from the previous day followed by a
keynote lecture on invasion and metastasis presented
by Dr. Lynn Matrisian.
